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Local Students Learn About Marine Life
Local students ______ recently attended the Barrier Island Explorer program at the Dauphin Island Sea Lab (DISL). 

Barrier Island Explorer is part of the Discovery Hall Programs, the education and outreach department at DISL. Rising 5th and 6th graders from around the country flocked to Dauphin Island, Ala. to participate in the four-day program from July 28-31, which is designed for students interested in marine science. 

The group participated in a variety of activities to help understand the habitats of a barrier island. They explored the surrounding salt marshes, set out crab traps, and visited the Estuarium, DISL’s public aquarium. The highlight for the group was the two-hour boat ride on the 65-ft. research vessel, the R/V Alabama Discovery. On board, the group trawled the waters of Mobile Bay and the Gulf of Mexico to study the local aquatic species. 

The group left with a scientific perspective and increased interest in marine habitats.
