_____, teachers at _____, recently attended a week-long technology in marine science course, specifically focusing on Remotely Operated Vehicles (ROVs) at the Dauphin Island Sea Lab (DISL). Teachers from across the Gulf Coast flocked to Dauphin Island, Ala. to participate in the program.

During the course, the teachers gained expansive knowledge of ROVs. Guest scientists traveled to DISL to give lectures on ROVs importance in research; the group traveled on DISL’s 65-ft. research vessel, the R/V Alabama Discovery to view an ROV at work. The teachers also built and tested their own ROVs in the pool. With this new grasp on marine science and engineering, the teachers will go back to their schools with ROV materials, assemble with a group of students, and travel back to DISL in the spring for an ROV competition. 

The Technology in Marine Science ROV course is free for participants, thanks to a grant from the Deep-C Consortium. In a competitive bidding process this year, the Deep-C Consortium was selected by the Gulf of Mexico Research Initiative to receive funding from BP plc.
